The South African Square Kilometre Array (SARAQ) project is a project of the Department of Science
and Technology, executed through the National Research Foundation and the South African SARAO

SPECIFICATION - SCHEDULE 1

1. Overview

The project is comprised of the geo-hydrological/groundwater investigations, siting, drilling and the
development of boreholes including for the water quality and quantity assessment at or around the
Klerefontein Agricultural Centre near Carnarvon in the Northern Cape. A minimum of two (2) boreholes
will be sourced where the one borehole will be a stand-by borehole in the event of emergency or repair

work.

2. Site Visit — non-compulsory

There is no mandatory site briefing for this assignment however, bidders are encouraged to familiarize
themselves with the conditions of the site prior to submitting their bids. It will be the Bidder’s responsibility
to arrange all necessary travel and accommodation requirements. Arrangements should be made with

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3. Project location

Klerefontein Agricultural Centre is located some 19kms from the town of Carnarvon on the Bituminous

Surfaced R63 Provincial Road. Access to the proposed borehole site is via well maintained gravel roads

in fair condition. See the Locality Map attached. Klerefontein is located in the Kareeberg Local
Municipality which is in Pixley ka Seme District Municipality in the Northern Cape.

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4. Scope of Work

4.1 Nature of Ground and Subsoil Conditions

No geotechnical investigation has been conducted. Contractors shall familiarise themselves with all the
conditions on the site before tendering. To this end, tenderers are advised to make full use of the
opportunity afforded by the compulsory site inspection and any other inspections on their own if

necessary.

4.2 Details of Contract
The work under this contract comprises inter alia:
1. The contractor’s establishment on site.
2. Geo-hydrological investigations using state-of-the-art technology, siting, drilling, testing and
equipping of boreholes, both new sites and the refurbishment of existing.
3. Preparation and submission of a detailed report on the location, capacity, quality and maps of
the boreholes found.
4. All appurtenant works not specifically mentioned here but as described in the project

specifications.

4.3 Construction Programme

The Contractor shall include with his tender a preliminary programme. The programme shall be in the
form of a simplified bar chart with sufficient details to show clearly how the works will be performed within
the time for completion.

The Contractor shall be deemed to have allowed fully in his tendered rates and prices as well as in his
programme for all possible delays due to normal adverse weather conditions and special non-working

days.

4.4 Site Facilities — Contractor

4.4.1 Contractor’s camp site and depot

The Contractor’s office for this contract shall be as required to fulfil his obligations under the Contract.
The Contractor is responsible to provide a suitable site for his camp and to provide accommodation for
his personnel and labourers. If the Municipality can make any specific site available to the Contractor,

such site will be pointed out to the contractor.
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4.4.2 Accommodation of Employees

The Contractor shall provide the necessary ablution facilities at his camp and on the site of the works for
the use of his employees. Facilities on site will be positioned in such positions to ensure easy access and
utilisation. Chemical toilets will be allowed where temporary facilities have to be provided.

4.4.3 Power supply, water and other services

The Contractor shall make his own arrangements concerning the supply of electrical power, water and
all other services. No direct payment will be made for the provision of electricity, water and other services.
The cost thereof shall be deemed to be included in the rates and amounts tendered for the various items
of work for which these services are required.

4.5 Site Facilities - Engineer

No separate office buildings are required for the Engineer.

4.6 Features Requiring Special Attention

4.6.1 Quality control and quality assurance measures

The Contractor will be solely responsible for the production of work that complies with the Specifications
to the satisfaction of the Engineer. To this end it will be the full responsibility of the Contractor to undertake
appropriate quality control and quality assurance measures on site. The Engineer will audit the
Contractor’s quality assurance (QA) system on a regular basis to ensure that adequate independent
checks and tests are being carried out and to ensure that the Contractor’'s own control is sufficient to
identify any possible quality problems, which could cause a delay or failure. The Contractor’s rates will

be deemed to allow for all related activities, personnel and equipment.

4.6.2 Existing Services
The Contractor shall acquaint himself with the position of all existing services before any excavation or
other work likely to affect the existing services commences. The Contractor shall obtain the necessary

plans and/or assistance from the owners of the services to locate all existing services prior to the start of
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excavation in any area. The Contractor will be held responsible for any damage to known existing
services caused by or arising out of his operations and any damage shall be made good at his own

expense. Damage to unknown services shall be repaired as soon as possible.

4.6.3 Survey beacons

The Contractor shall take special precautions to protect all permanent survey beacons or pegs such as
benchmarks, stand boundary pegs and trigonometry beacons, regardless whether such beacons or pegs
were placed before or during the execution of the contract. If any such beacons or pegs have been
disturbed by the Contractor or his employees, the Contractor shall have them replaced by a registered

land surveyor at his own cost.

4.6.4 Disposal of spoil or surplus material
The Contractor is responsible to arrange for the necessary permission and to spoil all surplus and
unsuitable material, as well as other objectionable material at a legal site of his choice. He shall be

responsible for all arrangements necessary to obtain such spoil sites.

4.6.5 Security

The Contractor shall provide security watchmen for the contract as he deems fit at no extra cost to the
Municipality. This will include for all materials, temporary works and barricading. The Contractor must
ensure that all his employees as well as the employees of his subcontractors are able to identify
themselves as members of the construction team. The Contractor’s rates will be deemed to allow for all

related activities and equipment.

4.6.6 Health and Safety Requirements
It is a requirement of this contract that the Contractor shall provide a safe working environment and to
direct all his activities in such a manner that his employees and any other persons who may be directly

affected by his activities are not exposed to hazards to their health and safety.

To this end the Contractor shall conform to all the stipulations as set out in this document and all statutory
Acts and Regulations. The Contractor's rates will be deemed to allow for all related activities and

equipment.
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4.6.7 Hydraulic pump test

The Contractor shall submit the name of the testing facility he intends to use for the hydraulic pump
testing on this contract to the Engineer for his approval within 7 days after the award of the contract. The
testing facility must have an acceptable record of experience and the Engineer will not withhold his
approval unreasonably. Should the Engineer’'s approval be withheld or withdrawn at any time the
Contractor will not be relieved of any of his duties or responsibilities under the contract. Water for testing

must be potable water.

4.6.8 Adverse weather Conditions
Normal rainfall conditions are not regarded as circumstances that may entitle the Contractor to claim for
extension of the specified time for completion.

Extension of time will however be considered for climatic conditions which can be regarded as abnormal,
in which case the following formula will be used:

Nn = Average number of days, derived from the rainfall records, on which a
precipitation of more than 10 mm has been recorded during the
relevant calendar month as per the nearest weather station.

Rn = Average total rainfall in mm for the relevant calendar month, derived

from rainfall records, according to the nearest weather station.

Where the extension of time due to abnormal rainfall has to be calculated for a portion of a calendar
month, pro rata values shall be used. Should V be negative for any particular month and should its

absolute value exceed the corresponding value of Nn then V shall be taken as being equal to minus Nn.
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The total extension of time to be granted shall be the algebraic sum of all the monthly extensions provided
that if this total is negative then the extension of time to be granted for abnormal rainfall is taken as zero.
The Contractor will at his own expense install a rain meter at his main camp (for each town) and take
readings daily with a representative from the Engineer.

4.7 Requirements/Eligibility of Bidders

Bidders will be eligible to bid for this contract if they have verifiable experience of the following:

(i) Experience in geo-hydrological investigations and siting of boreholes using state-of-the-art
technology.

(i) Experience in the drilling, and casing of boreholes.

(iii) Experience in the pump-testing of boreholes (using step draw-down technique) for water capacity
(vield) and sustainability.

(iv) Experience in the installation of borehole pumps and electrical connection thereof.

(v) Experience in the water quality testing of the Boreholes (may use an approved laboratory).

(vi) Bidders must be registered with the CIDB and have a minimum CIDB grading of 2 CE.

(vi) The successful bidder will be required to enter a Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA) with SARAO
to protect the contents of the information provided to, and developed by, the bidder, as well as
